Details and Policies 
 

1. Space is limited to 20 booths; please sign up early. The registration deadline 
allows us time to design, print, and distribute posters and postcards. Late 
registrations will be accepted, but your name may or may not appear on the 
posters and postcards. 

2. Your registration form is on page 3. The 2007 show did exceptionally well—gross 
figures were double the 2006 show. With Heartwood Conference Center’s beautiful new 
Welcome Center opening in 2008 and improved signage, both on Hwy 77, we expect an 
excellent turnout this year. If you have questions, please call JoAnn Martin, sponsor of 
the show and owner of Black Iris Gallery & Custom Framing, at 715-635-4548. 

3. The Heartwood Fine Arts Show is open to any artist in any medium who produces 
original, handmade, works of fine art. Commercial kits, crafts, and resale items are 
not allowed. We are seeking handmade, fine art only. If you arrive at the show with items 
other than original works of art (prints of your original artwork are acceptable), you will 
be asked to remove them from your booth or leave the show. 
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4. Mediums at the Heartwood Fine Arts Show include but are not limited to pottery, 
paintings (all mediums), greeting cards, fiber arts, photography, mixed media, collage, 
stone sculpture, wood cut prints, stained glass art and fixtures, fine art jewelry, metal 
arts, and artisan woodworking. We strongly encourage artists to demonstrate their 
talents during the show. If you are willing to demonstrate your work in your booth, please 
circle the appropriate choice on the registration form (see page 3). Heartwood will space 
booths appropriately. 

5. Heartwood Conference Center & Retreat requests the show’s works avoid the topics of 
nudity and violence. In addition, photographs or samples of your work may be requested 
to ensure variety and quality. 

6. Set-up time starts at 7:00 AM on Saturday morning in the lower level of the Eagle Lodge 
Conference Center; doors open to the public at 10:00 AM. There are both stairs and a 
large elevator for your use. After unloading your vehicle, please relocate it to the 
overflow parking lot. “Front row” parking is reserved for customers and guests. 

7. The Heartwood Fine Arts Show is held indoors to avoid weather concerns. Each 8’ x 10’ 
booth space rents for $30. Included are up to two tables with tablecloths and up to two 
chairs (please specify). Your own display panels will create a quality, gallery-like 
atmosphere. Also, you and one other artist are welcome to rent a booth together. The 
booth rental fee is the only fee the Heartwood Conference Center is collecting. 

8. Heartwood’s walls are in pristine condition. There will be absolutely NO pounding holes 
into the walls. In addition, please remember to bring your own power strips, 
extension cords, and display fixtures as well as your own lighting if you have 
specific lighting needs. In addition, the Eagle Lodge has excellent, natural lighting. 

9. The Lodge will be staffed during the entire show and then locked at night. Property 
insurance is the responsibility of each artist. 

10. To attract the public, Heartwood will provide free appetizers during the show. Quick 
lunch options will be available for purchase. A cash bar is also available. 

11. Heartwood will promote the Art Show in their advertising, to their guests, as well as 
provide signage on Hwy 77. The Black Iris Gallery & Custom Framing will print and 
distribute postcards and posters, promote the Show to artists and buyers, purchase 
dedicated display ads, and post current details on its Web site at BlackIrisFraming.com. 

12. Additional fees: A $15 co-op advertising fee per artist (not per booth) is due, payable to 
Black Iris Gallery & Custom Framing, with your registration form and your booth fee. The 
show’s consignment fee is15% of total retail sales after the first $45 of sales (or after the 
first $30 if you’re sharing a booth), payable to Black Iris Gallery & Custom Framing at the 
end of the day.
